Ice hockey is an expensive sport, primarily because of ice time and equipment.
As the majority of ice rinks are privately owned, ice hockey members are at
th e mercy of operational and maintenance costs of these facilities. They do not
have the option to use federal or state government, council or community

funded facilities at a reduced cost.

Audited federation and state association finances show ice hockey
excess of $2.5 million dollars of revenue annually from membership fees and
international 1IHF grants to cover expenditures. The audited figures do not
take into account the income and expenditures at club level which would

An important element of every camp is the one -on-one evaluations where the coaching staff

The Goodal | Cup (inception 1909)

The Goodall Cup is the third oldest finati onal icd heckay traphy in the world that is still
competed for today. It is planned to have the Cup on display in the international section of the
Hockey Hall of Fame in Toronto, Cana da commencing in 2011.

Previous to 2000, the Goodall Cup was competed for by member state association
representative teams. In 2001, Ice Hockey Australia granted the Goodall Cup for presentation
to the winning Australian Ice Hockey League Finals Team.

I n 2007 the Cup was redesigned to include the names
officials who won the Cup since 1909. The Cup now stands some 600mm high with a gold band
to signify 100 years in 2009.

Seven 2010 Australian Ice Hockey League teams co mpeted for the Goodall Cup with the
Melbourne Ice winning the Cup for the first time at Docklands Ice House which opened in
February 2010. This was a fitting reward for the new facility and home of the Melbourne Ice.
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2010 AIHL Finals Champions i Melbourne Ice
Joan McKowen Memorial Trophy (inception 1995)

Joan McKowen was heavily involved in ice hockey since 1972 working first with Ice Hockey
Victoria until 1989 when Joan and her husband Max moved to Canberra. From 1983 to 1992
Joan travelled with ten IHA national teams.

2010 AWIHL Finals Champions i Melbourne Ice

Jim Brown Shield (inception 1964)

The Jim Brown Trophy (Shield) was presented by Harry Curtis in 1964, the then
President of the New South Wales Ice Hockey Association for Interstate Junior Ice
Hockey to perpetuate the memory of one of the legends (Jim Brown) in Australian Ice
Hockey and Speed Skating. The Trophy is for Junior Interstate Players then with an

age limit of 20 years.

Jim Brown arrived i n Australia at the age of eight and entered the sport at the age of
twelve. He was also an avid speed skat er.

In speed skating, Jim won the NSW Speed Skating Championships on many occasions
winning the Australian %2 and %2 mile Championships five times. He was the first
Australian ice hockey player and speed skater to compete overseas.
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Jim first played in the Goodall Cup Championships in 1927 and from then on was a
regular member of the NSW interstate teams. He captained the teams from the mid -
1930s until  1946.

2010 Jim Brown Championship Gold Medal Team i lce Hockey New South Wales
Syd Tange 18 & Under Trophy (inception 1969)

Syd Tangebs involvement in the sport stretches back t
Ice Hockey Club. He played until 1947 and was also the Secretary / Treasurer of the club,
President of the Glebe Ice Hockey Club and President of the East Monarch Ice Hockey Club.

In 1947 Syd became Assistant Treasurer of the New South Wales Ice Hockey Association and
eve ntually Secretary / Treasurer for many years. He was awarded New South Wales Life
Membership in 1960 and elected President from 1964 to 1966. Syd was also awarded the H.C.
& S.M. Hudson Trophy in 1967.

It was also in 1947 that Syd became involved at the national level as chairman & delegate of

the meeting where the name was changed from the fAAust
Council 6 to the fAAustr al i anme was avartied Lifk Klemberskipvéth thet i o n o .
Federation in 1962 and was elected President from 1970 to 1973.
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2010 Tange Trophy Champions i Ice Hockey Victoria
Kurt DeFris 15 & Under Trophy (inception 1985)

! The late Mr . Kurt DeFris A.M. had a long and very distinguished
affiliation with the Victorian Ice Hock ey Association.

Kurt first became associated with the sport when he was appointed
manager of the newly formed AKANA Ice Hockey Club based at the
Glaciarium in South Melbourne. Later this club was sponsored by the
Hakoah Sports Club to become known as the Kakoah -Akana Ice
Hockey Club.

Kurt was then elected to the Committee of Management and in the
| same year to the position of Vice President with the Victorian Ice
.| Hockey Association.

With the retirement of the then Victorian Ice Hockey Association Presiden t, Bud McEachern,
Kurt was elected President and held the position for the next 19 years.

After his retirement as President, the Association conferred upon him the honour of Honourary
Life President of the Victorian Ice Hockey Association.

Kurt passed aw ay in 1983.
Phil Ginsberg 13 & Under Trophy (inception 1984)

In the early 1980s the sport had attracted an increasing number of

younger players. As the majority of these were new to the sport

with many in the age of 14 i 12 years their skills were inade guate
to play at the DeFris level which had full body contact.

In 1983 the Federation Board introduced a new classification called

the Presidentédés Cup for pl ayers 13 year
series took place in Adelaide, South Australia. The then Pre sident

Phillip Ginsberg presented the original Trophy.

Phillip Ginsberg passed away in 1998. With his passing the
Federation elected to rename the Presi
Ginsberg Memorial Cup in his honour.
